· Conserve water.

· Report any suspected water or sewage leaks.

· Don’t pour grease, oils, and fats down the drains.

· Get your septic tanks pumped out on a regular basis.

· Report any manhole problems (noisy lid, open manhole, etc.).

· Don’t flush down medicines.

· Don’t plant trees near sewer lines.  The roots cause expensive damage to sewers.

· Use low phosphate cleaners.  

· Stormwater drains are not connected to sewers.  Anything that is put in a storm drain will end up in local creeks and streams.  Do not put anything down them that you would not want in your own yard (trash, used oil, gasoline, paints, etc.).

· Become a concerned resident and ask questions.
